N.Kulikova, N.Fejt. Foreign Direct Investment in Central and East Europe States

Transboundary investment streams became a main factor of internationalization of manufacture and effective promotion for the world markets of new technologies, information and telecommunications, creation of financial, commercial and transport services. The aspiration to participation in these processes is inherent also in the Central and East Europe countries. 
A.Libman, B.Heifetz. Legislative Preconditions for Intensification of Transboundary Investment Flows in the CIS Area 
Mutual investment flows play particular role in the development of tangible integration processes in the Post-Soviet space. Building up respective preconditions to expand inter-action in the investments area makes the major policy task for the states declared their commitment to economic integration. The paper contemplates the attempts undertaken by the CIS members to develop joint approaches towards acceptance of the common legislative norms and convergence of national legislations on foreign investments, which contribute to increasing of preconditions for expansion of mutual investments. 
V.Konobeev. Russian Geostrategy in XXI 
The geopolitical collapse, which has occurred in Russia at the end of XX, has called into question its status of great power. Today it is necessary to comprehend a new situation in the globalize world and a place of Russia in it. Mobilization of resources and use of the competitive advantages should allow Russia to go out on a trajectory of postindustrial development and to occupy leading positions. 
A.Abbasbejli. Caucasus in Sphere of Geostrategic Aspirations of Large Powers 
After disintegration of the USSR Russia expected automatically to keep hegemony above other former Soviet republics. Instead of the help to the new independent states of Cau-casus it aspired to use the conflicts, which have arisen, in region with a view of strength-ening its geostrategic positions. However struggle for sphere of influence on Caucasus had joined also the USA which military actions in Iraq have allowed to create geostrategic jumping-off place on Near and Middle East, in immediate proximity from Caucasus. All Southern Caucasus has turned to arena of rivalry of Russia, the USA, Turkey and Iran. To interests and expectations of peoples living on Caucasus are answered coordination of positions of all states located in region, liquidation of the centers of conflicts on the ter-ritories of Azerbaijan, Georgia and Russia, transformation Caucasus into a zone of peace and cooperation. 
P.Schulze. Sovereign Democracy: the Slogan or a Guide for Original Development of Russia? 
After B. Yeltsin's era when a bases of democratic political system and market economy have been established, and after several years V. Putin's presidency when consolidation of authority has been completed comes the third stage of the Post-Soviet history of Russia which connect with idea of «sovereign democracy». Sovereign democracy means, on the one hand, refusal of Russia from Eurasian feature, use of global experience of demo-cratic development, and on the other - a support on own cultural-historical traditions, no acceptance of any pressure from the outside. In essence, it is the concept of construction strong, competitive in the world market, predicted and free Russia, successful end of the economy and society modernization. 
E.Shestakova, T.Sokolova. Poverty and Inequality in the Postsocialist States: a Sight from the Outside and from Within 
Necessity of elaboration of seriously well-founded strategic approaches for a problem of overcoming of poverty and inequality in the postsocialist countries is constantly declared as one of the most actual social and economic problems. The next attempt to find its effective decision is undertaken in the analytical report of the World Bank (WB) «Growth, Poverty and Inequality: Eastern Europe and the Former Soviet Union». However many positions and conclusions of WB experts are under discussion also they are not monose-mantic especial in a view of the Russian realities. 
O.Balakireva, D.Dmitruk, R.Levin. Problems of Integration into Common Economic Area: Public Opinion in Ukraine 
In connection with an aggravation economic relation between Ukraine and Russia on the boundary of 2005-2006 in the Ukrainian society discussion about Ukraine integration in Common Economic Space (CES) with participation of Belarus, Kazakhstan and Rus-sia once again became more active. The significant part of leaders, which build up public opinion, believes, that the decision of economic problems concerning Ukraine and Russia is possible through activization of integration in CES. But it is some opposite opinions, in particular, that participation in CES excludes prospect of eurointegration for Ukraine. 
Yu.Shishkov. Half-Centuries of Successful Integration 
50 years ago, on March 25, 1957 representatives of France, West Germany, Italy, Nether-lands, Belgium and Luxembourg have signed the Treaty of Rome created the European Economic Community. Since then began many-sided process of integration of these countries during which on continent there was the powerful trade and economic organism called today the European Union, which unites 27 states with the population almost in 500 million person and making 28,9% of the gross global product.
