E. Monchinska. Factors for Creation and Destruction in Transitive Economy

Widespread Growth in Foreign Direct Investment (FDI)

The rise in global FDI flows was partly driven by increasing corporate profits worldwide and resulting higher stock prices that raised the value of cross-border mergers and acquisitions. I. Orlik. Russia and the Central and East Europe: Geopolitical Factors of Mutual Relations in XXI Century 
Benevolent, mutually advantageous relations between Russia and Central and East Europe countries is the important condition for stability on the European space. The European social model was formed on crossing economic and social policy at a prevalence of first of them, expressed in categories economic neoliberalism. It has affected reduction of social expenses everywhere in the world, even in the Scandinavian countries. In counterbalance liberal globalizations, in the beginning of 90th years there was the concept of social quality intended for an establishment of rational balance between economic and social development. In front of Europe there is a choice: to follow neoliberal «a transatlantic consensus» or to aspire to guarantee increase of social quality of a life.
