R. Skidelsky. Financial Crisis and Contours of Global Economic System of the Future 
Crisis of world economic has got to pay undiverted attention to such problem aspects of globalization, as strengthening of vulnerability of national economies and influence to them negative fluctuations in the markets in other countries. At the same time untimeliness of state ments of many experts about the future decline of the national state has proved to be true. 

A. Bykov. Fiasco of Financial Globalization: Important Lessons 
Last decades the global economy and policy were developed under powerful influence of globalization, especially of its financial component. This component, stimulating transfer of huge streams of the capital and money resources over the world, strengthens interdependence of the global financial markets. Repeatedly amplified influence of financial globalization on the world economic and transnational activity of corporations is combined with destructive crises of regional and global character.
 
A. Кiva. China and Russia. Different Models of Reforms – Different Results 
Questions on why in China reforms have gone right, and in Russia have failed, and as China managed to reach high rates of growth and enviable results for very short term to historical measures, interest not only Russians, but also citizens of many other countries. In fact, appear, still recently on a level of development Russia has been inaccessible to China, but for years of our pseudoreforms we have as though exchanged with China places. All this demands the close analysis for components of Chinese «economic miracle». 

L. Savostina. The External Economic Cooperation of Russia and the Baltics Frontier Regions 
A foreign trade activity plays the important role in development of frontier territories, considerably promoting overcoming of their provinciality in national economic systems. For the last time the great value is given to frontier cooperation. This cooperation helps for development of social and cultural relations of the population, trade and investments, municipal and ecological problems, educational, cultural services, etc. 

J. Kennan. Morals and Foreign Policy 
The American politicians of early XXth century were inclined to assess the activities of other states’ governments, adhering to stringent moral and legal principles. Herewith, in many cases they lost sight of political realism principles and their activities, however impressive they would seem in the USA, became inefficient on the international arena. However, as soon as such standpoint in many instances caused reproaches in amorality and cynicism among the US public, the thesis on correlation and coexistence of morality and foreign policy has required additional justification. 

H.-G. Wieck. Russia as Great Power – Is it a New Problem for Security in Europe? 
Speech of president D. Medvedev in the Bundestag and the statement «Concepts of foreign policy of the Russian Federation» became important events in formation of a new international course of Russia. There have been stated basic theses about a priority of «multilateral actions in world affairs», creation of «democratic system of regional security and the cooperation», which was reason of discussions in expert community, both in our country, and behind its limits. The August conflict on Caucasus has given special acuity to debate an opportunity for comparisons of declarations and real actions of Russia. 

V. Dergachev. When the Authority Appeals to Reason and Gods 
The future of the new independent states substantially depends on powerful and stable Russia on the Post-Soviet space, that is why its destiny is not indifferent to former «fraternal people». In the Eurasian power the role of the person in authority is traditionally great. So, at presidential elections of 2008 the Kremlin and Russian political technologists have gained the next brilliant tactical victory. 

E. Vankevich. Labour Market in Byelorussia: Features of Formation and Prospect of Development 
Tasks of construction socially-guided market economy in Byelorussia and innovative development became the reason of enhanced attention to problems of a labour market. Since 1991 in the country are created the normative-legal base for its regulation and state service of employment, monitoring of a labour market is organized, are developed and realized annual state and regional programs for employment of the population. At the same time key features of Belarus model of the labour market are not investigated. 

I. Stankevich. High School Bureaues of Career – Help to Students and Graduates 
According to changes in Poland the labour market varies also. Employers search the highly professional staff with higher education. Graduates of high school aspire to raise qualification and want to prove to be before the future chief. The high schools try to modernize programs of training according to new requirements. Recently High School Bureaues of Career have appeared in the Poland as an intermediate link between the higher school and employers. 

A. Akaev. The Central Asia: a Sight in the Future

L. Vardomsky. Reflections about OBSEC and Role of Russia in It 
August (2008) events on Caucasus have made more actual problems of regional security and interaction for all countries of the Black Sea pool. The Russian – Georgian conflict and the subsequent political events have changed the general situation in Europe, conditions of economic and political cooperation in different regional formats. To the full it concerns to the Organization of the Black Sea economic cooperation. 
Zh. Toshchenko. Economic Claims of Religion 
As a social institute the religion is connected to economic relations, problems of the property and accepts active participation in distribution of the national product. The aspiration to possession material riches and property pushes attendants of a cult to presentation of claims to society and the state which care of them insufficiently and limit their influence for the public and state affairs.
