T. Kojchuev. Kirghizia Economy: Conditions, Problems, Tasks

A. Jazkova. «The Balkan Jerusalem», or «The Bomb with the Clockwork»? 
Having turned from an internal affair of Serbia to international problem, definition of the status of independent Kosovo territory did not become clearer and accessible to settlement. Granting independence for territory under the international control categorically does not suit Serbs and threatens not only to aggravate relations between them and Kosovan Albanians even more, but also to begin explosive precedent for a triumph of separatism in other states and regions of Europe. Achievement of the reasonable compromise demands patient negotiations for Belgrade and Prishtina in the peace conditions, which are not broken by armed conflicts. «The Balkan Jerusalem», i.e. joint residing for Albanians and Serbs – not the worse alternative. 

M. Schmidt-Nеке. Way of Albania to EU: the European Outlook 
During one of television quizzes «Who wants to become the millionaire?» The leader has asked a question: In what country the smallest capital of EU is located? Andorra, Estonia, Malta and Albania have been offered to the participant of game for a choice. To find a right answer (Malta) it was simple if to know, that neither Andorra, nor Albania are not included into EU. M. Masyukov. The Byelorussia National Identity: Some Features of the Modern Condition

Migration as the sorest problem of the post-Soviet space is determined by the main task of this and next years for the CIS countries. Presidents of 12 states CIS have made such decision on the last recently informal Saint-Petersburg summit in June 2007. 

Yu. Godin. Russia and Byelorussia: Dilemma Mutual Relations 
The strategic purpose of mutually acceptable convergence of Russia and Belarus is creation of economically effective and politically viable, interstate association, which will be recognized all over the world. In such union any of the sides should not be interested in its destruction under influence inside and the foreign policy reasons, including change of presidents. 

E. Kuzmina. Prospects of Regional Integration in the Central Asia 
Today the Central Asia (CA) began one of the basic fields for formation of new geopolitical and strategic balance of forces. Interests to the given region show not only traditional partners – adjacent Russia and China, but also the remote centers of world politics – the United States and the European Union. First of all this interest is connected to significant stocks of natural resources of region – oil, gas, gold, uranium. At the same time the geographical arrangement and resource potential CА induce large powers to use its territory as jumping-off place for expansion its political and economic influence on other nearby states and regions.
