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Summary

S. Glinkina. Transformation Processes in the Post Communistic Countries: Attempt Comprehend of Some Myths 
The peoples of thirty countries were involved in rather sensitive transformations for them in 1980 – 1990. And though transformation processes are continuing already almost 20 years and mountains of the literature are written about them, the comprehension of it does not look completed. Probably, there has come time to talk seriously about research methodology for post communistic transformations. This methodology can give answers to a lot of the questions remaining today behind brackets of serious researches. 

K. Astapov, N. Zijadullaev, A. Larin. Russian Economic Strategy in Conditions of Globalization 
The economy of Russia already develops eight years in extremely favorable conditions connected to increase of the world prices for energy carriers. It has given the basis to put before the country some tasks. At the same time were designated features of stagflation evelopment in economy of the Russian Federation. Factors of a favorable external economic onjuncture today any more do not determine movement of the Russian economy. Thus long-term state strategy of its development and mechanisms of realization still are not produced. 

I. Novikova. Republic of Byelorussia: is Growth or Development? 
The analysis of features and factors of economic growth in Byelorussia allows determining potential of long-term social and economic development of the country. Last years economic growth can be characterized as unit man-hours, that creates threat for occurrence of the serious crisis phenomena in the perspective. 



L. Vardomsky. Inter-Regional Differentiation of Social and Economic Development in Russia 
Distinctions between the Russian regions in levels of economic development are very great. Despite of undertaken measures, position yet it is not possible to correct. Moreover, the number of the regions, which are lagging behind from average of Russian parameters, tends to growth. 

M. Filimonovich. The Reasons of Russian Foreign Policy Offensive 
The author argues that the Russian Federation foreign policy offensive is a response to the proactive and offensive US foreign policy in Eastern Europe after the Cold War. The USRussia relations are analysed as the final phase in gaining geopolitical advantages by USA that resulted from the of Cold War victory, and the final stage of the geopolitical back-up, and «drawing of the line» by the Russian Federation. The factors of economic consolidation and the Russia’s energy wealth as well as the downfall of the US «international legitimacy» are important but not decisive in provoking the Russian foreign policy offensive. 

L. Abalkin. The Crowd Has Not of Creed 
The role of mass-media in formation of public opinion has so grown last time, that become in the certain sense of one of dominants of this process. The academician of the Russian Academy of Sciences L. Abalkin has opened his mind about mutual influence of massmedia and tendencies of the modernity. 

M. Reshetnikov. Special Representation of Mental: Model and a Reality 
When we examine questions «models» and «realities» we should recognize, that between them always there is this or that discrepancy. It is usually submitted only at a mental level and rarely becomes a subject of independent studying. In this case it is more expedient to speak about attempt for generalization some of the most actual humanitarian problems, which are characteristic not only for Russia, but also for all European Community. 

V. Klaus. Problems of Convergence in the European Union for Central and East Europe Countries 
Last years many speak about historical value of expansion of the European union due to the post communistic countries Central and East Europe. However the serious analysis of this process is not present till now. 

M. Simon. Transformation of the Europe National States under Influence of Regional Processes 
The state as political institute is exposed to transformation in conditions of globalization. Under influence of globalization diversify levels of management and subjects of a policy. Especially evidently it is in EU. There is strengthening a role of regions in decision-making process, a competition with the governments of the states-nations. Many experts believe that XXI century will be becomes «a century of regions». 

A. Vladimirov. Russia and the NATO – Civilization Aspect of Mutual Relations 
Relations of Russia and the NATO always were and remain a sharp, important and unhealthy theme for experts, politicians and all Russian society in spite of the fact that in a retrospective was the period of «democratic romanticism». The general trend always remained negative, and never found of mutually acceptable positive continuation. Today it is obviously important and necessary to formulate the new approach to an essence of a problem – civilization. 

G. Schmidt. Situation in the Modern World 
In a basis of the article – lecture which has been read by G. Schmidt in the Moscow German historical institute. The author considers problems of globalization, a population explosion, change of a climate on the planet, collisions between an Islam and the Western world. Besides he sives a big attention for regional conditions of economic development of the states on separate continents. 

V. Sidenko. Russia and Ukraine in Global Trading System: Neighbors, Contenders or Partners? 
At the introduction Ukraine and Russia into WTO there are two questions, what place these countries will occupy in global trading system and as their politics will correspond in the field of trade and development. It not simply political interest, because WTO is the organization within the framework of which the basic problems solve by interaction between various groups of the participants aspiring to the coordination of the positions on those or other questions. 

M. Masjukov. Culture as a Valuable, Strategic Resource for the Russian Policy of the Neighbourhood 
Russia would like to become a centre of integration processes. Its economic resources allow doing it. The Great Russian culture should become its major component. 

V. Bartoshek. Influence of Principles and Norms of Christian Faiths for the Development of Business in the Countries of Central and East Europe 
The new public and economic device in Poland and Russia generates some problems. Sociology of the market can render essential support for their decision.
