On 29-31 August 2010 the Polish celebrated 30th anniversary of the public movement Solidarność. The celebrations allowed striking the balance of Poland’s development and Solidarność activity for 30 years, and at the same time to evaluate aggravated contradictions of two major political parties.
Perestroika and the present 

Historical value of perestroika is difficult to overestimate. It ushered approaching era of new political thinking based on human values instead of class values. Perestroika promoted improvement of international situation in the world. Was perestroika historically inevitable or was it a «whim» of Mikhail Gorbachev and his team? Is new perestroika possible today in Russia? Are the apprehensions that Russia will have destiny similar to that of the Soviet Union justified? Participants of discussion reflected on these themes. 
R. Simonjan. About some social and cultural results of the Russian economic reforms of 90th years
In the beginning of January, 1992 was the beginning of economic transformations to Russia: transition from planned and distribution economy to free market. In connection with forthcoming 20th anniversary of economic reforms, polemics concerning appraisal of their results has intensified in the Russian academic community. Social, political and demographic results have been reflected not so thoroughly by researchers and journalists. As for the consequences of reforms for spiritual and cultural sphere of society, scarce analysis has been provided by sociologists.
M. Deryabina, S. Kirdina, L. Kondrashova. China: a new trajectory of reforms 
The experience of institutional market transformations and anti- crisis measures in China is deservedly appealing to academic and entrepreneur community in Russia and other countries. China is one of few states, not radically affected by the world crisis. Chinese economy still displays the maximum growth rate in the world, fixed capital expenditures display sustainable growth worldwide, domestic demand is expanding. All this is related to active socio- economic policy, carried out by state administration.
E. Sheinin. Finance and investment potential of the Russian economy
The Russian state administration proclaimed the course for radical transformations towards innovative economy as a priority direction of Russian economic development. The crisis has manifested weakness of the Russian economy: in 1990s and 2000s national economy showed growth predominantly in raw material industries while processing industries, including hitech developed weakly. At the same time, engineering should take a crucial place in present- day industrial economy, because it sets technological level of national economic development.
Enterprise activity of Russians in conditions of crisis
Creating conditions that would stimulate citizens to independent entrepreneurship is one of primary problems of civil society and the state. Alongside with improvement of the framework conditions, solution of this problem also stipulates a complex of special measures for assistance to newly created companies. Foreign researchers have shown convincingly, that SME support policy has different purposes and objectives, uses differentiated mechanisms and should be accordingly organized.
A. Pabst. A New Great game in Central Asia and events in Kyrgyzstan
The violent ethnic unrest at the Kyrgyz- Uzbek border, which has killed hundreds and displaced more than a quarter of a million people over the past few days, is not simply a political crisis that is turning into a humanitarian tragedy. Instead, it represents the latest drama in the Great Game dominating Central Asia and beyond for more than two centuries.
E. Kuzmina. New coil of the Great game?
Change of authority in Kirghizia and the interethnic collisions, which have followed behind it in the south of the country, have forced experts and journalists again to start talking about problems of safety in the Central Asia. The some people even have recollected the Great game in region in XIX - the beginning of XX centuries between the Russian and British empires and try to extrapolate its principles on a modern situation.
